	Improve attainment in Reading, Writing and Maths across both Key Stages
	Year 6 – Combined increased from 40% to 60% throughout the year for PP children All PP children increased their Reading and Maths scores.
Year 5 – Combined increased from 20% to 30%. 3 PP children increased their Maths scaled score. A number of children left this year group and there are two RB children within this data.
Year 4 – Combined increased from 18% to 29%. 100% of PP children increased their Maths score. 82% increased their reading scaled score.
Year 3 – Combined remained at 63%. 50% of PP students increased their reading scaled score. 88% increased their Maths scale score.
Year 2 – Combined moved from 10% to 30% of PP students.100% improved their reading and Maths scaled score.
Year 1 – Combined moved from 25% to 38%
Maths and Writing are continued areas for development of 2021/22, with slightly lower attainment and progress. 

	Improve the Mental Health and Wellbeing of our pupils following the continued disruption of COVID-19.
	VMc returned from maternity leave and worked closely with staff and pupils to re introduce Thrive and the expectations. 
Jigsaw REST assessment purchased to measure resilience so this will be a continued area for development within 2022/2023.

	Improve reading fluency and comprehension across Key Stage One and Two
	Year 6 – 100% increased their reading scale score and YARC score.
Year 5 – 0% increased their reading scale score and this will be a focus moving in to next year with Fresh Start intervention planned for.
Year 4 – 82% increased their reading scale score.
Year 3 – 50% increased their reading scale score.
Year 2 – 100% increased their reading scale score by at least two score points.
Year 1 – 86% increased their reading scale score. 
94% of PP children increased their reading accuracy, fluency and comprehension on the YARC assessment by at least four months.


	Improved phonic and language skills
	15/18 Year 1 children passed the phonics screening = 83%
Out of this 6/8 PP children passed the phonics screening (75%)
6 PP children have also now graduated from phonics and moved in to Power Literacy. 

	Increased attendance rates including punctuality.
	Pupil premium attendance 2020/21 94.75% 

PP attendance 21/22 =  90.8%

Non PP 2020/21 =  96.9%

Non PP 21/22 = 93.5%
This remains a key focus and first meeting with EWO has taken place to generate an attendance plan moving forward.


	Improved behaviour of pupils particularly around transition and lunchtimes.
	Less incidents being recorded due to improved behaviour across break and lunchtimes. Splitting of the school in to A and B has had positive impact and pupil voice from this is strong.
